PROGRESS REPORTS

any time. We always hope to have grades current by the following Wednesday. Current possible grades and
upcoming testing items are always posted in the HOMEWORK section. Mrs Sandman records all testing grades.
Mr. Newman handles all Daily Practice & Performance (attendance) and Participation grades. Please remind your
child to attempt each piece of music. An attempt is recorded as a 50% and will average much better than a zero. Any
piece of music not passed off or attempted receives a zero when grades are closed. Students may pass any piece of
music for at least a 55% until Friday, October 28th. If you need to review our Grading Policy, you can find it in our

MOUTH PIECE UPGRADE

website as well. Please consider this option.

COLOR INSTRUMENTS

In our efforts to equalize the instrumentation of the bands, [ have asked several students to consider a “color instrument.”
Color instruments are instruments that are generally too expensive to purchase and are therefore owned by the band
program. Students who agree to switch to a color instrument, will receive a private or group lesson with a director until
a smooth transition is made.
